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Proposal to assign a reserve name

The Geographical Names Board is calling for public comment on a proposal by City of
Canada Bay Council to name a reserve in Rhodes.

Chair of the Geographical Names Board, Narelle Underwood, said feedback is being
sought on the proposal to name the site adjacent to Homebush Bay Corso, Foreshore
Park.

The name Foreshore Park reflects the location of the reserve on the foreshore of
Homebush Bay. Council state that the reserve has been known as Foreshore Park for over
10 years but has not been officially named.

Mrs Underwood said the board is encouraging community comment before it considers the
proposal.

“‘We want to make sure everyone has an opportunity to provide their feedback on the
proposed name,” she said.
